INSTALLING GAP VINYLS

INSTALLING DOOR SWEEP

Measure door opening and cut the bottom drip sweep so that it will
extend all the way from the side glass panel to the shower wall on

the hinge side of the door.

If there is no side panel, the sweep should extend from the shower
wall on the hinge side of the door to the handle side of the door.

If using the H vinyl, the sweep should be trimmed just short of it and
should not touch the H vinyl. This will allow the glass to make a good

seal against the H vinyl.
